See how Charles Rennie Mackintosh and his wife, 
artist Margaret Macdonald Mackintosh lived with 
a visit to their beautiful home. The Mackintosh 
House is a meticulous re-assemblage of the 
principal interiors from the Mackintosh's Glasgow 
home from 1906-1914. Substantial alterations 
were made to the home in 1906 as Mackintosh 
remodelled the proportions and natural lighting 
of the Victorian house. The principal interiors were 
decorated in his distinctive style, remarkable then, 
and now with each room an outstanding work of 

art.
